Understanding the Wisconsin Pseudoephedrine Law





Purchase with intent to Manufacture Meth  Class H Felony (up to 6 years in prison, or a $10,000 fine, or both).  May be increased by 5 years for possession with intent to distribute near a school, playground, public park, jail, public housing project, or public swimming pool.


Fraudulent Purchase Class H Felony, see above


Purchasing over the limit via internet or mail order Class I Felony (up to 3.5 years in prison, or a $10,000 fine, or both).


Straw Purchasing—Adults:  Paying or using a person over the age of 17 to buy pseudoephedrine on one’s behalf Class I Felony (see above)


Straw purchasing—Minors:  Paying or using a person under the age of 18 to buy pseudoephedrine on one’s behalf (Class I Felony, see above)


Purchasing pseudoephedrine over the limits in person: Misdemeanor (up to 30 days in jail, or a $500 fine, or both).

On June 7, 2005 Governor James Doyle signed into law Wisconsin Act 14 that classifies Pseudoephedrine products, with the exception of liquid and gelcap products, as a Class V Controlled Substance.  The purpose of this brochure is to inform parents about this law.  Wisconsin Act 14 goes beyond the classification of pseudoephedrine, it also regulates the products used as ingredients to manufacture methamphetamines. 2005 Wisconsin Act 14


Effective October 1, 2005, all but a few of the cold and allergy products containing pseudoephedrine (e.g., Sudafed®) that you have been able to buy over the counter at many stores in the past will be available only from pharmacies.  Wisconsin’s new law makes pseudoephedrine a controlled substance, which means it has a high potential for abuse in making the illegal drug methamphetamine (“math”).  The purpose of the law is to greatly reduce the number of hazardous math labs in Wisconsin. (Reference: http://www.legis.state.wi.us/2005/data/acts/05Act14.pdf)


The Act also prohibits the possession of an ephedrine or pseudoephedrine product, red phosphorus, lithium metal, sodium metal, iodine, anhydrous ammonia, or pressurized ammonia with intent to manufacture methamphetamine.  


To Purchase O-T-C Pseudoephedrin at a pharmacy:


Consumer Must:


Be at least 18 years of age


Present a photo ID





Provide their name and address for entry into a logbook


Limit their purchase to no more that 7.5 grams of pseudoephedrine from a pharmacy or retailer, separately or collectively, in a 30-day period.


Present a prescription only if they require more than the 7.5 grams of pseudoephedrine per 30-day limit for legitimate.


What Can Parents Do?


Talk to your kids about the dangers of all drugs and encourage them to approach you if they feel someone they know is selling and/or using drugs.  Join the Parent Corps to keep informed with current drug trends and the day-to-day issues our teens face.  Become an advocate for your child by keeping informed, open communication and be active in your adolescents life.  Attend Parent Advisory Meetings every fourth Monday except for December and May.
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
